Hotel

We are once more at a new hotel —a Monte Carlo
like last year but in a different suburb ( a bit further
from the airport) but with more room! Here are the
details:

King Bed Standard Room $114.90 + tax/night
Queen Bed Standard Room $114.90 + tax/night
Two Queen Bed Standard Room $119.90 +
tax/night

One Bed Queen Studio Suites with Pullout Couch
119.90 + tax/night

One Queen Bed Jacuzzi Suites $129.90 + tax/night

Please note these rates are based on double occu-
pancy only. For additional guests over the age of 12
years an additional $15 charge per guest will apply

per room night.

Please note the quantity of rooms blocked for each
room type is limited.

Instructions:
They have set up the group block for April 11-14,
2019 under “FiLKONtario” Group Block.

Continental Breakfast (6am — 10am), parking, local
phone calls and high speed internet access are free.
They have a restaurant and bar in the property as
well as swimming pool and fitness center. The
phones are also equipped with IPhone/IPod dock
and all the rooms have fridge and microwave.

As with last year, the hotel has the “Hot Option” for
breakfast — you can add cooked breakfast items to
the continental buffet for $6.

Please be are aware that they have 2 locations in
Markham and you want to make the reservation
for “DOWNTOWN MARKHAM” (7255 Warden Av-
enue) and NOT the one at 8900 Woodbine.

The hotel has requested that we remind you of the

following:

1. To mention the group name “FiLKONtario ”
group block when making reservations
over the phone (905)752-2700 or toll free
1-877-752-2788 (US and Canada)

2. They will ask for Credit Card to secure the re-

servation, a pre-authorization of the room
& tax plus incidentals will be taken upon
check in and will be charged the exact
amount upon check out.

3. Reservations must be made before before
cut-off date which is March 11th, 2019. Re-
servations received after this time will be
based on availability.

4, The room default is two queen beds unless
you specify otherwise.

5. Check In time is 2:00 pm/Check Out time is
11:00 am

6. They have a 24 hour cancellation policy. If
for some reason the reservation needs to be
cancelled, please call the hotel 24 hours
(before 4 pm) prior to the arrival date
otherwise the credit card will be charged for
one night as a no show.
